HOTEL INFORMATION 
 

Official reunion dates are Monday, October 6 through Saturday, October 11, 2025. We will be staying 
at the historic Millennium Maxwell House Hotel with a stunning and sordid history.  
 
Located just outside the noise and bustle of the city, the hotel offers a free shuttle to downtown all day 
and into the night. This makes it easy for you to explore some of Nashville’s terrific restaurants and 
Honky Tonks, without having to drive or find parking. 
 
The most reliable way to make reservations is through the online booking link. Click here to make 
your hotel reservations now. Once you click on the link it will take you to the hotel website, where you 
will enter your arrival/ departure dates and pertinent information. The site should automatically 
populate your group name and discounted group rate of $129+ taxes. A hot breakfast buffet is 
included during official reunion dates. We expect this reunion to sell out of rooms. We have a limited 
number of rooms at this rate. Once they are gone rates will increase. Make your reservations soon. 
 
You may also try the hotel front desk (Press “0”) at 615-259-4343 and reference the USS Hornet and 
Constellation Reunion to get the group room rate of only $129+ taxes. 
 
For those who choose to arrive early or stay late, the same room rate is available 3 days before and 3 
days after the official reunion dates, based on availability. You may need to call MRP (number below) 
for assistance if you wish to come early or stay late. 
 
The published hotel check-in time is 4pm. You may cancel up to 72 hours prior to arrival without 
penalty. The hotel is holding a limited number of rooms until the group block is full or September 6, 
2025, whichever comes first. We expect a sell out so it’s best to make your reservations now! If you 
have any trouble getting rooms at the group rate, even if they say the hotel is sold out, or have 
questions on the program call MRP @ 817-251-3551 or email:
